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A true third-generation family winery, Mill Creek began in 1965 when the Kreck family planted grapes in the prestigious Dry Creek Valley. Since 1974, the small, distinctive winery has limited production to only 15,000 cases to specialize in wines of consistent, spectacular quality.

Santa Rosa 2007 ( A Dry Rosé)

Tasting Notes: This Rosé is fresh, crisp and bone dry. Aromas of raspberry, strawberry and hints of lavender give way to lively flavors of strawberry and rose petal with lavender overtones. The finish is fresh and clean with lively acidity.

Food Pairings: Perfect for an aperitif, or a take along for a romantic picnic, this wine is also a refreshing partner to oysters on the half shell, prosciutto appetizers, cold turkey, or grilled vegetables.

Cellar Notes: A blend of Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, Zinfandel and Syrah. The Merlot was pressed immediately, while only free run just was used from the other three wines. The juice was fermented cool, to optimize fruity characteristics. After settling and filtration the wine was bottled March 17, 2008.
